Welcome and Call to Order: Chair Regina Williams welcomed everyone. Chair read the Ethics Statement. There is no 
conflict of interest. 
 
Report by Danielle Carman: Reported a number of different grants both state and federal. State grants paid out 7 
million dollars, issued continuation awards for 4 FYPSA agencies, 2.75 million in domestic violence providers. Sexual 
assault funds available as well, is a top priority for the coming year. 2 new human tracking positions available, will hire 
for those in the coming year. Goal is to support grantees that they serve. Council for Women interested in hosting a 
conference for women in August 2024 at the McKimmon Center in Raleigh .  Council for Women is moving to Albemarle 
Building.

State Office Update: Anaja McClinton, SYC Coordinator introduced new Youth programs coordinator Jean McBride.

Anaja asked about any 
resources the council may have in regard to youth mental health workshops, Michael Cooper from NC Child Stated they 
would be interested.
